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19.  /l/ lace, sail 
Lay your front part of the tongue along the alveolar ridge, with the tip of the tongue 

touching the gums just where the teeth join them. Contract the tongue, drawing in the 

sides so that air can pass on either side. Now push the air out of your mouth, at the 

same time vibrating your vocal cords so that you produce a voiced sound.
